 I would like to update you on the new refugees at our 

parish and let you know how things are going with them and let 

you in on some summer refugee activities.     
 

 It has been over one year and a half now since the arri-

val of the second migration of Eritreans from other US cities and 

the new arrival of Burmese refugees from camps in Thailand.  

Both groups arrived with very little English language skills be-

cause they did not have any English classes in their homeland or 

the refugee camps.  Some refugees in both groups only have oral 

language skills even in their own language, so for the parents 

learning English is very difficult.   
 

 The children have fared much better than their parents 

because they were enrolled upon their arrival in English as Sec-

ond Language classes in their schools.  Several of the refugee 

leaders were educated in their own countries and do have English 

skills.  These refugee leaders are very generous and have volun-

teered a lot of time to help with translation of church meetings 

and activities, doctor appointments, school and DHS appoint-

ments, etc.  We do have a Burmese catechist as well.  
 

 Because of the lack of language most of these refugees 

in both groups had little options but to work at the meat packs in 

Perry and Marshalltown.   Despite the hardness of this tough 

work, they have chosen to continue to do this so as to pay their 

rents, utilities, food, clothes, and now, they are buying cars and 

car insurance, etc.  I am astounded at the high level of self-

sufficiency I see in both of these groups.  They take care of their 

own bills, and help each other as well!  What an example! 
 

 Our future goals for both groups are to get their children 
to register in the Religious Education Program here or to attend 

Holy Family Grade School when they are ready with language 

skills and have transportation.   
 

 This summer we are welcoming several African priests 

for Pastoral visits: (1) Fr. Joseph, the Ugandan priest, who came 

last June to give the Sudanese and Eritreans a retreat, will be 

stopping by on Sat. July 10th, and celebrating mass on Sunday 

with the parish.  He will be going to Omaha to make his retreat 

with the Jesuits.  (2)  Fr. Angelo Deng, a Sudanese Diocesan 
priest from  the Sudan, with be here for the weekend of July 24th 

and 25th, to fundraise for building a new Catholic Church in 

Aweil, Sudan.  Fr. Deng will celebrate a special Mass for St. 

Bakhita with the refugees at 12:00 noon on Sunday, July 25th.  All 

parishioners are welcome to attend! 
 

 Finally, Catholic Charities recently announced that they 

will be independently beginning refugee resettlement as the only 

agency in the state beginning in July, 2010. They will be planning 
to receive 100+ refugees from camps overseas next year.  They 

are asking parishes to step up and form teams to assist in this 

resettlement process. I am happy to inform you that we have a 

team director, Lynn Harkin, from St. Ambrose Parish, who will 

be heading up this ministry.  PLEASE, note the article in this 

bulletin on how YOU can get involved!
