Next Sunday, an afternoon of recollection will be offered for those involved in various liturgical ministries in the Cathedral from
1—3 p.m. Dr. Tom Neal from the St. Joseph Educational Center will be the presenter. All current ministers are asked to be present. If
you would like to become one of these various liturgical ministers, please take part in this afternoon. Dr. Neal is an engaging speaker
with great insights. There is no charge for the event. This is another way to grow in our understanding of the Catholic faith and its litur-

gical tradition.

Next weekend I will address this year’s Diocesan Appeal in my homilies. Our goal for the 2012 Appeal is $107,731.00. The
goal amount is arrived at by taking the past 3 years of parish income and allowable deductions and balancing that figure over the 3 year
cycle. The diocese wants to wrap up the 2011 Appeal. A reminder will be sent to those who have not honored their pledge. That mail-
ing will be part of the Lenten/Holy Week schedule which will be sent to parishioners before Ash Wednesday (February 22, 2012).
Thanks to everyone who has helped with this past year’s Appeal. Once all the pledges are honored and a final report is prepared, I will

share final figures for the Appeal in my bulletin column.

Last week was a mixture of the Paschal Mystery for me. It was my difficult duty to bury a former parishioner a few parishes
ago who committed suicide. Such tragic deaths leave more questions than answers with a lasting imprint upon the survivors. Such an
experience is a reminder to deeply trust the mercy of God. In that same week, I preached at the Catholic schools Mass that brought to-
gether the schools of Holy Family and Dowling Catholic as is done every year. It was a great celebration. My message was taken from
the word “Catholic” which comes from 2 Greek words, “cata” and “holos” which mean “towards wholeness.” A Catholic is a Christian
who strives to move and grow towards wholeness of body, mind and spirit. That goal is a lifetime process for all of us.

Welcome to the Drake University Choir under the direction of Aimee Beckman-Collier who are offering their prayerful song at
the Sunday, 10:30 a.m. Mass. Aimee has been a faithful supporter of the role of the arts and fine arts shared at the Cathedral, especially in
the Diocesan Centennial year. Thanks to the Knights of Columbus who are starting our Super Bowl Sunday with a parish breakfast.
Stop at the parish hall and support the Knights in their first parish event. Proceeds will go to our Catholic radio station, KWKY.

The parish Visioning Council met last Sunday to begin plans for Sr. Pat’s retirement celebration. Keep June 17 (Father’s Day)
from noon to 3 p.m. open on your calendars. This is the day we will honor Sr. Pat for her many years of service to the Cathedral, espe-
cially to the Catholic refugees.

Our 2" reading today tells us that Paul is an agent for the gospel. May we continue to be instruments of the good news of Jesus
in word and deed. We can be grateful for the great weather of this past week among many other God given gifts. I am thankful for the
